V. In the 2011 State Budget the Legislature passed Act. 46, this is the act that changed the makeup of the Small Business Regulatory Review Board, also included in this Act. are the Considerations for Small Business.  Under Act. 46, the agencies must be consistent with the requirements of s. 895.59, Stats., and do the following:
· Provide assistance to small businesses to comply with the rules promulgated by the agency.
· Establish, by rule, reduce fines and alternative enforcement mechanisms for minor violations of administrative rules made by small businesses.  These rules must include a definition of “minor violation”
· In deciding whether to impose a fine against a small business for a violation of the rule consider the appropriateness of a written warning, reduce fine, or alternative penalty.
· Nancy and Joe will discuss where the agencies are on the adoption of Act. 46, and field any questions.
