Meeting Minutes for May 29th, 2014

Held at the Wisconsin State Capitol, Room 328 Northwest
Board Members in attendance: Rep. Howard Marklein, Sen. Terry Moulton, Jim Ring, Erich Korth, Guy Wood

I. Call to Order
II. Approve the minutes from February Meeting: Member Wood made a motion to approve the board minutes from February 2014. Member Korth seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously.
III. Department of Safety & Professional Services (DSPS): Tom Engels, Assistant Deputy Secretary for DSPS spoke about a proposed rule change regarding product approval for water treatment devices. The new rule would streamline the plumbing products approval process in Rule SPS 384. The proposed rule change would eliminate the third party process in product approval. Member Wood asked about the certifications and the issue of professional products being installed by consumers. Tom replied that the rule would only apply to the product approval process. Chairman Marklein asked about any opposition to the proposed rule. Tom said that DSPS is reaching out stakeholders and organizations for their input. Chairman Marklein then asked if there was any action necessary on the part of the Board. Tom replied that a letter of support by the Department of Administration (DOA) would be helpful. Member Korth made the motion to draft such a letter, Member Ring seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The subject of an emergency rule regarding electricians was brought up. Member Korth asked if this rule would apply to any other occupations. Tom replied that this would only happen if the State Legislature approves it. Tom also spoke about the definition of a Master Electrician and the ability for some electricians to be grandfathered into the rule. Member Ring asked about the possibility of continuing education for some of these electricians. Tom said that continuing education does exist for electricians.
IV. DATCP proposed rule change for Egg Grading: This proposed change would remove obsolete provisions from the rules regarding egg handling. It also eliminates the requirement for farmers with 150 chickens or less to hold a food processing plant license. This would benefit small farmers who sell to their neighbors and local farmers markets. Board members agreed this was a practical change to the rules.
V. Quarterly Meetings of the Small Business Regulatory Review Board: The consensus from the Board was that quarterly meetings were preferred for the sake of driving and time. The next meeting would tentatively be scheduled for September 10th from 1-3pm. Board members expressed that they wanted more material to discuss during meetings. Member Ring made a motion to conduct quarterly meetings. Member Korth seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously.
VI. Office of Business Development Outreach Efforts: Joe and Nancy introduced their intern, Emily. They both discussed their travels around the state to receive input on what regulations to change. They are speaking to groups, such as associations and chambers of commerce. Member Korth asked for a sheet of accomplishments by the Small Business Regulatory Review Board. Nancy will get a sheet of these accomplishments to board members. Chairman Marklein expressed that in his talks with business owners, their concern is with the selective enforcement of regulations. Chairman Marklein also spoke about how many of these business owners have too high of a risk to come forward and speak to agencies or committees about their problems.
VII. Association Outreach: Nancy and Joe asked the Board members to reach out to their associations and fellow business associates for issues they have with Wisconsin regulations.
VIII. Adjourn: Member Korth made a motion to adjourn. Member Ring seconded the motion. Motion to adjourn approved unanimously.
